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Abstract

Corruption is a problem which has become domestically and globally
apprehensive because it is considered as a social disease that causes negative impact
to the country’s economic, social and political circumstances. Despite legal and
institutional measures against corruption adopted by the government of each country,
such adoption of various measures has been mainly pursued under domestic territory.
In the mid-1970s, the United States enacted the Foreign Corrupt Practices Act (FCPA)
which was the effort to solve the problem of transnational bribery by focusing on
the supply side of corruption and extending the enforcement of criminal laws
extraterritorially. At the same time, the United States also tried to push the
Organization of Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD) to adopt the
PCRA-based convention, but it failed. The turning point of the global anti-corruption
movement occurred in the early 1990s when the Transparency International was
founded in 1993 as an international non-state actor aiming to organize activities and
campaigns on anti-corruption, and another turning point was the World Bank’s change
in its position to support anti-corruption activities.

Generally, the anti-corruption movements and activities at global level have
occurred in various forms, including 1) the adoption of international conventions against
corruption and follow-up mechanisms, 2) the operation in the forms of academic
and technical supports against corruption given to the parties concerned as well as
the cooperation with global corporations aiming to curb corruption in private sector,
and 3) the use of corruption measurement and index. The operation of international
actors throughout last three decades led to the emergence of global anti-corruption
norm. Although the corruption problems have not yet be eradicated and still become
serious global and domestic dilemmas, the persistence of the global anti-corruption

norm remains a significant factor sustaining the anti-corruption movement and activities.
